CALLER 

For now. At least until they figure out how to work a zipper! 

OPERATOR (CONFUSED) 

Uh, okay. I’m gonna send someone out there right away.  

CALLER 

Make sure they bring guns and plenty of ammo! 

OPERATOR 

We will sedate the animals and remove them from the premises. 

CALLER 

What?! The way they’re tearing things apart, these beasts are not 

interested in dating anyone! 

OPERATOR 

No, sir, I said ‘sedate’! We will shoot them with a tranquilizer and take 

them away from your home. 

CALLER 

That better be a powerful pill! You know what you should do? Stop by 

my brother’s house first. He’s got some stuff that can definitely ruin   

their day.

OPERATOR 

That won’t be necessary. 

CALLER 

Why, you guys use fentanyl, too? 

OPERATOR 

Well, it’s something like that. (PAUSE) Sir, I do not hear anything now. 

Where are they? 

CALLER 

Bastards found my bathroom. And I can honestly tell you, what they’re 

doing right now don’t look nothin’ like those cartoon bears on TV. 

OPERATOR (STIFLES LAUGH) 

Oh, that’s not good. Okay, let’s get this situation under control. What is 

your address? 

CALLER 

Address?

Tell you what. When you see a sheriff deputy’s car, wave them down.
